Spanish Club Guidelines, 2009-2010
Circulo de Amigos! our Spanish Club, will comprise 10-12 well-behaved, self-motivated children in each class.  
Circulo de Amigos! will meet approximately 45 minutes, once a week, throughout the Calendar year (except in July, August, December, and Holidays) on Mondays from 2:45-3:40 (Class I-Grade 1; Class II-Grades 2-3) at First Presbyterian Church Fellowship Hall.  Time and dates are subject to change to coordinate with the Stanly County Schools Calendar.  Parents will receive at least one week’s notice of any changes in the schedule.  
Registration will be $ 25.00 per child per academic year (September-June) non-refundable after two weeks of participation.  Then, each class will cost $3.00 per child, regardless of attendance (to secure teacher’s consistent compensation).  We will collect payment by the Semester (college-style) prior to or on Class 1 of each semester.  If this poses a financial hard-ship to anyone, pls. let me know and we will work with you!

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Monies collected for Circulo de Amigos! will cover the cost of supplies for activities and will cover the cost of 
Circulo de Amigos! Teacher’s compensation.  If a child does not complete 2 semesters within one academic year, that child will be charged a $25.00 drop-out fee.  Please provide a 2-3-weeks notice before the beginning of each Semester.
Parents will rotate providing one snack (healthy, preferably) & one decaffeinated drink per child.  Both classes will snack together and then, separate for instruction.  When you have Snack Responsibility, please have snacks set-up for the children by 2:40 (in the Fellowship Hall).  Please use the four, front, round tables.  If you cannot set-up snacks, ask another parent to do so for you.  Dr. Horne will unlock the Fellowship Hall weekly about 2:15-2:20.  Dr. Horne will send an alphabetical, Master Snack Schedule to each parent via e-mail.
No inappropriate behavior will be tolerated.  A child may receive one warning for inappropriate behavior.  Next, the child will not be allowed to participate in the elective, non-school-affiliated, Circulo de Amigos!
PICK-UP PROCEDURE

When picking up your child, pls. enter from one of the Hwy 52 entrances (n front of Bank), we will have the ninos waiting on the covered ramp.  Then, pls. exit on E Turner St.  The goal of this procedure is 2 keep the children safe, whereby no child will have 2 b in the parking lot.

Within the small group Spanish instruction, the children will learn from each other and will have numerous opportunities to practice their Spanish skills in a fun, educational environment, within a Circulo de Amigos! (circle of friends) among similar Grade Levels.  Senoŕa Anna Price (Head Teacher) will be teaching Class I (biography is included within contents); Senorita Kirsten Price (Anna’s daughter) and Senorita Jasmine Patterson (Level 4 Spanish South Stanly High School Senior intending to major in Spanish at UNC Chapel Hill) will be teaching Class II.  Dr. Horne will assist Senoŕa Anna and substitute when necessary.

“Las mascotas”; Calendar- Days of the Week; Weather- Introduction to basic weather terms (hot and cold); Food- “leche”, “galletas”, “pan”, “tortillas”, “papas”, “agua”, “jugo”, etc.; Transportation -basic list; Clothing- shirt, pants, shoes, dress, hat; Body - face, basics, and hands; Family- immediate members; Shapes – intro to the four basics
At least 3-4 times a week for at least 15 minutes, we encourage you to facilitate your child’s In-Class Spanish learning independently by:
Listening to a Spanish-speaking radio station (102.3);
watching a Spanish-speaking cartoon (pbskids.org), and/or
playing a Spanish game on the computer.
